Eligibility
This event is open to all vintage, classic and ‘modern classic’ cars. Entrants must ensure that the vehicle
has, where required, a valid MOT test certificate, road tax & a valid certificate of insurance for the event.



Start Venue
The start venue has been provided at Horncastle Garden Centre, Lincoln Road, Horncastle, LN9 5LY
(what3words: albatross.visit.beauty) where tea/coffee will be provided with your entry fee.

Finish Venue

The finish venue is at The Buzz Stop, Beehive Business Park, Rand, Market Rasen, LN8 5NJ (what3words:

Fuel
